The GBVR started in Swan Hill on 26 November 2011 and

concluded 590 kms and 9 days later in Castlemaine.
There were 3711 riders and this included 1600 school
children aged from 11 to 17 years. There were also some
younger children of 9 and 10 years riding with family on

tandem bikes. Also, one 10 year old rode with his

grandfather the first three days on a smaller road bike
fitted with smaller wheels and finished in far better
condition than many older riders.

Day 1 othe Swan Hill Loop 854 kms
The Loop ride was 54 kms and included a lunch stop at

Woorinen North before returning to Swan Hill via the Sea

Lake-Swan Hill Road. A very flat ride with one slight
climb in the run -out to the Sea Lake Road and then all
downhill into Swan Hill.

Day 2 6 Swan Hill to Kerang long - 82 kms

This route took us around 40 kms down a very straight,
very flat r oad with endless fields of wheat on either side.
A bit of a headwind made for some persistent work, but
then, after the second rest stop, we turned a corner and
suddenly found ourselves being helped along by a lovely
tail wind on a very flat and straight road. Finally, after
80 kms and several bends to change the scenery, we
were in Kerang.

Day 3 dKerang to Barham 663 kms

Another day of fairly flat terrain for the ride (where we
crossed the Vic/NSW border) and most riders made
Barham before mid-day and therefore the camp had not
opened. Temperature was i
pub until the campsite was ready. Barham was a very
hospitable town with plenty of activities and
entertainment in the Riverside Park had been arranged.

tailwind for the last 18 kms into town. Total distance
was 104 kms and hot, hot, hot. Several children
suffered heat stroke and were assisted by the Sag
Wagon to reach the finish. A punishing ride for the
vast majority, and relief and a rest day in Echuca
followed.

Day 5 d paddlesteamers and punctures in Echuca

The rest day, and most slept in prior to enjoying the
facilities and tourist attractions of Echuca.

Day 8 6Wedderburn to Maryborough 879kms

A great dayds ride with p
meander through the route to Maryborough. Rest
stops were in tiny outlying areas and lunch at Dunolly
prior to finishing the day about noon and enjoying the
afternoon wandering about town after setting up
camp of course.

In late November 2011, part of Swanston Street in
Melbourne (from Latrobe to Little Lonsdale Streets)
became car-free. This is part of a progressive move
by the City of Melbourne to turn the bulk of
Swanston street over to bikes, pedestrian s, and
trams only, although there are exceptions for
delivery vans and taxis (but new rules will apply) ,
and of course for emergency vehicles.
